Installation – chapter 1

Windows work differently

QuickTabs, bold type, on the right edge of windows

Point to “centers”

Banking, Investing, Household, etc.

Feature Tabs, not bold type, also on the right edge

Point to components of a “center”

e.g. My Checking

Tabs at Bottom of Feature Pages

e.g. on the My Checking page the tabs are “Register” and “Overview”

Starting Quicken

Find the QDF file and double click it

OR double click the Quicken icon
